Your Leaves:  You must have 20 total leaves in your book.  All must come from the list on the back of this page.

Collecting Your Leaves:  There are two types of leaves (Compound and Simple).  A simple leaf has one blade and one stem (the sugar maple on your sheet is a good example.  Compound leaves have many leaflets on a single stem.  The following are the compound leaves on your list:  Black Walnut, Boxelder, Horse Chestnut, and Honey Locust.  This is important because you must collect the entire leaf, not just one leaflet.  Make sure to do this.  Never:  break branches off of trees.  Make sure to press your leaves as you collect them.  Do not go to a nursery looking for leaves.  Most of the trees are hybrids there, and will not be what you need.
